They create spaces and mark

an ‘inside’ and an ‘outside’.

They simultaneously separate

and connect and offer a selective
pbermeability. Borders shape societies
and everyday life. What appears as
a geographical fact, as a line on the
map, is a product of material,
discursive and performative
construction processes.

The speakers of the lecture series
take different perspectives on

this construction of borders.

Where and how are borders
(re)produced, questioned and

changed? How do they function in
everyday life and beyond national
borders?

By looking at structures, actors, insti-
tutions, practices and materialities,
the lecturers problematize the

one-sided narrative according to
which borders are defined

exclusively by national authorities
and their agents. The lecture series
thus shows the contested nature of
borders in everyday life,

pbolitics and law.
