@ Description

but taken from different disciplines to widen your use of vocabulary and expression.

@ Methodology

e No textbook required and course material will be provided each week in
class.

e Two to three weeks will be spent on each topic to allow time to speak in
more depth.

e Authentic material from articles, podcasts and short videos will be used to
feed conversation and as the basis for some of the exercises.

e Preparation for class can be expected; and most grammar and writing
exercises should be completed before coming to class to enable time in class
for conversation, feedback and questions.

¢ Participants must complete an online language proficiency test issued by
GRADE and achieve a CEFR B2 level in English.
